all from a single species of fish, ie, any Barb, Characin, Danio, Rasbora, Guppy, 
Platy etc.  Fishes can be benched in three separate tanks or, a tank divided into 
three. Where so desired, in order to keep livebearer sexes segregated, up to 5 
separate tanks (or a single tank divided into 5 compartments) may be used. 
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
